				In August 1994, I bought a ticket for the Concert for Rwanda at Flinders Park, Melbourne. It was my first slim connection with a country I knew little about. Since then, Rwanda and I have crossed paths often. 

				There’s a line in Doctor Who, written by Steven Moffat: “There’s something that doesn’t make sense. Let’s go and poke it with a stick.” I should write that on my camera bag - there are a lot of things about Rwanda that defy logic. 

				My first attempts to poke around for answers resulted in the RwandanStories.org website and films. It focused on the genocide and early recovery: how could something like that happen? How can you possibly recover from genocide? I learnt a few things. 

				But Rwanda is not standing still. Post-genocide, they’ve set themselves the task of creatively and comprehensively re-imagining their society. They’ve developed uniquely Rwandan strategies for tackling the challenges in areas like health, education, social cohesion and the environment. Rwanda Dreaming is my attempt to poke around this next stage of Rwanda’s development. 

				The book is a mix of data, stories, photography and analysis. It draws on some wonderful academic research, long conversations with Rwandans and a wealth of data published by Rwanda’s own National Institute of Statistics. It’s aimed at senior secondary students and has been written to fit well with the Australian Year 10 Geography curriculum (Human Wellbeing unit). It includes regional comparisons with Australia, especially indigenous Australia, and post-genocide Cambodia. 

				In more stable societies, human wellbeing can be a fuzzy concept. By using the example of a country forced to re-build from scratch, I hope you’ll get a clearer picture of how dynamic the various elements of human wellbeing can be in people’s lives. I also hope that by telling the stories of a young, engaged and forward-looking population the book will encourage you to think creatively about your own human environment. 

				There’s nothing like experiencing another culture for giving us a new perspective on our own. I hope Rwanda Dreaming whisks you off to a place outside your comfort zone, where things don’t always seem to make sense. A place where, like another fictional character, you look around and say, “Toto, I’ve a feeling we’re not in Kansas anymore.” 

				It’s a great place to learn.

				CHAPTER ONE: WHAT IS HUMAN WELLBEING?

				AN INTRODUCTION
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				RESTORING WELLBEING AFTER CONFLICT

				Many countries experience violent conflicts. Sometimes that conflict is imposed by outsiders. Stronger countries, it seems, are more likely to fight their wars in other people’s homelands. Afghanistan, the United States, Northern Ireland, Cambodia, East Timor and Rwanda (to name just a few) are all at different stages in the process of moving from conflict to relative peace. 

				That transition is usually very difficult. Safety needs to be restored and everything that was damaged or destroyed needs to be repaired or replaced. Justice needs to be done for genocide or war crimes, and soldiers and militia need to be re-integrated into society. 

				The physical infrastructure will need to be brought back to working order and the shocked population will require ongoing help to restore intangible things like damaged relationships, cultural attitudes, trust and good mental health. 

			

		

		
			
				In post-conflict societies, there is almost always a strong desire to reform the legal system. Fairer laws need to be written which recognise previously marginalised members of the society and provide constructive ways of resolving disputes. The population needs some evidence that justice will be impartial, so they can begin to have confidence in the rule of law. Often, a new constitution is written as an expression of people’s hope for a fresh start. 

				RE-imagining a society

				The process of recovery and rebuilding, and the transition to becoming a more peaceful society is an enormous challenge. Any country which can go even half way towards meeting those challenges deserves our attention. 

				Rwanda has tackled many of these things very well, and in the process has developed solutions which are creative, and uniquely Rwandan. 

			

		

		
			
				“Rwanda goes against most expectations of what a post-conflict society is supposed to look like. A small African nation that went through a genocide in 1994 and in a short amount of time was able to stabilise, get development up and running and deliver a degree of prosperity to the population, while also maintaining a very well organised state.” (Dr Phil Clark, 2013) 

				Because of the genocide, there has been a lot of attention on Rwanda from the UN, NGOs and academics. Rwanda has been intensely researched and measured. Their own National Institute of Statistics gathers and publishes a wide range of data. 

				They’ve set themselves on a path to creatively and comprehensively re-imagine their society and rebuild their country. Stable societies rarely have that opportunity.

				ACCESS TO SERVICES: markets, schools and health centres

				Most rural households live a fair way from community facilities. On average, it’s about a half-hour walk to the nearest primary school and almost a one-hour walk to markets, health centres and secondary schools.

				The biggest change in recent years has been the improvement in access to secondary schools. 

				Seven or eight years ago, only about 30% of households lived within a one-hour walk of a secondary school. Since then that figure has doubled to about 60%, which has meant that a lot more children are regularly attending secondary school.

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				ENVIRONMENT AND CONSERVATION

				Rwanda’s position as a small, land-locked country just south of the equator has given it a distinctive environment. The northern and western areas are covered in steep green terraced hills, while the south and east is generally a drier and more open landscape.

				The range of hills running down the western edge of Rwanda form the Congo-Nile watershed, with all rivers either draining west into the Congo or east into the Nile. It’s a relatively high altitude country (950-4,500m) with the highest parts being the Virungas - a chain of volcanoes which run along the north-west border and are home to the mountain gorillas.

			

		

		
			
				Thanks to its high altitude, it has a temperate climate - warm and slightly humid days with mild nights. There are two rainy seasons each year and the average annual rainfall is just over 1,000mm.

				About 48% of the land is arable (suitable for crop growing), 18% is pasture land and about 22% is forest. 

				It’s the most densely populated country in Africa, with (in 2015) a population of just over 11 million. Most are subsistence farmers living in rural areas, but there is an increasingly urgent need to provide employment in industries other than agriculture for the huge number of young people who are currently in school, but who will be looking for work within a few years.
